Dear Councillors.

I realise that I have already emailed you but I will continue to do so until the vote has been cast on the proposal to change our unique eduction system. I hope that you will read all that I have to say as during this time I will be looking at the report and presenting a different perspective.

My first point today relates to the idea that this is the fault of the Middle Schools. I would like to point out that the results at Key stage2 and at Key stage3 are broadly in line with the National average. They are not good enough, agreed, they are below what we would expect, unless you look at the issue with the key stage 1 data, but lets put this in a perspective. 
You may be about to commit to a budget spend of £ 80 million.
For the next 8 years 123,000 pupils will be taught in temporary accommodation.
In order to raise the Key Stage 2 results to above the national average and our statistical neighbours we need to affect 150 pupils
That is 4 pupils per Middle School
or under the new costs £ 566,666 is this really value for money?
