            I have been to a number of meetings with regards to this subject, the last being at Queensbury High School.  The presentation provided by 4S was good however there were a number of questions that they were unable to answer.
From the hour long discussion after the event that absolutely nobody was in favour of the proposed change from a 3 Tier System to a 2 Tier System, and there was no clear evidence provided 4S or made available by the County to suggest that it would improve the academic results.  In addition at the meeting there were a number of parents that went through the 2 Tier System who voiced there opinion, results of which were in favour of the 3 Tier System.
There are many visible reasons why the 3 Tier System should remain, 3 of which I think are most important, and would not be possible in a 2 Tier system are listed below: 
1.      3 Tier System helps to develop their emotional & physical needs at a smooth rate.
2.      The physical size of the class & school would be very scary to a child of 11.  Teachers & Head Teachers would not recognize a singular pupil.  There would be far too many.
3.      Disruption for the first 4 years would be unavoidable.  These children will suffer greatly along with the Parents & Teachers.
 To improve results it was suggested that the council could help Key Stage 3 & 4 teachers by removing & helping with disruptive pupils & allowing the teachers to continue to teach to pupils that want to do well.  It is this that is causing the dip in performance not the structure.  Maybe the council could set up a task force to review this.
I ask you all to please listen to the Parents and Teachers on this issue.  Every single Parent, Teacher & Head Teacher I have spoken to does not see any benefit in this change only upset and cost.
If this change does go ahead it will be plainly obvious to me that the Council to not listen to there voters.  And democracy does not exist.
